A key feature of www.malts.com is its availability in several key languages. In addition to the original English language version for Great Britain, cloned versions are active in German, French, Spanish, Italian, Swedish, Dutch and Greek. The USA and South Africa have localised English-language versions, and a separate Rest of the World English language version serves Whisky fans in markets without a dedicated site. Conditions of access in each territory comply with local alcohol marketing rules.
